Please bring your own fishing equipment! (Including Bait and / or Lures)
IMPORTANT INFORMATION: 
Prizes will be awarded after lunch for the largest fish caught the smallest fish caught and for the most points earned in each age group. (See official rules for details)
A "Casting Contest" for each age group will be conducted with prizes for the winners. 

Lunch for all participants will be provided at around 12:30PM
(Hot Dogs, Chips, Juice, Snacks etc.)
Participant registration will Begin at 8:00am on the west side of the first lake

The Derby will follow “Catch and Release Guidelines” provided by The Illinois DNR

Official Rules:
All participants must register before 9:00am on Day of Derby

All participants must be accompanied by a Parent or Adult Guardian

All fish caught must be measured, counted and released by a Derby Volunteer

Volunteers will be stationed at Registration area 
Please use buckets or Fish Baskets to keep fish alive prior to Measuring and / or Counting NO STRINGERS PLEASE
Eligible Fish must be Alive and caught during Derby Hours (9:00am-Noon)
Parents and guardians of younger children should bait all hooks and only give minimal assistance in the catching of fish (Casting ,Reeling, Landing  etc…)

Fish must be caught by hook and line only 1 Pole per participant

(NO NETTING OR SNAGGING)

In the event of a “Tie” The winner will be determined by the time the fish was measured and/or counted (earliest catch will be determined “The Winner”) 

The use of “Live Bait” is limited to Worms and Flathead Minnows only 
Points will be awarded for each fish caught to determine the “Derby Champion” in each Age Group

	Largemouth Bass, Smallmouth Bass
	2 Points

	Catfish (Any Species)
	3 Points

	Any Fish Species not listed above
	4 Points


Age Groups: (age as of 6/6/09)

Pee Wee:  Under 5 years old

Youths:  6-8 years old

Intermediates:  9-12 years old
Teens: 13-16 years old
Groups may be expanded or condensed based on the amount of registered participants in each group

Illinois Department of Natural Resources Guidelines:

TOURNAMENTS

During fishing contests or events of any type (tournament, fish-off, or derby), the fish taken by the participants must be released into the waters from which they were taken immediately after the “weigh-in”. This does not prohibit an individual from keeping or transporting his own daily limit.
Casting Contest:
Each participant will have three attempts to land a Weight into a circle 
The most successful casts will determine the winner in each age group
In the event of a “Tie” each participant will cast in a single elimination “Cast Off”

If all Participants fail to Land the Bobber in the circle one winner in each age group will determined by a “Blind Drawing”
